4. Responsibilities of reviewers

Manuscripts will be reviewed by at least two experts
in order to make an initial decision as quickly as
possible. Reviewers are asked to disclose any conflicts
of interest.

Reviewers are not expected to perform a thorough
structural or linguistic editing of the manuscript, but
rather to focus on its scientific quality and overall
style, which should conform to best practices in clear
and concise academic writing. If reviewers find that a
manuscript needs editing, they should inform the
authors and editor in their report.

Reviewers are asked to check whether the manuscript
is scientifically sound and clear, how interesting it is to
the audience, and whether the quality of writing is
acceptable.

In the event of serious discrepancies between reviews
or between authors and reviewers, editors may
evaluate them based on their experience or seek
advice from a member of the journal's editorial board.
Reviewers are also asked to indicate which articles
they find particularly interesting or significant. These
articles may be given more attention and greater
external publicity, including press releases addressed
to science journalists and the media.

During the second round of review (after authors'
corrections), the subject editor may ask the reviewer
to evaluate the revised version of the manuscript in
light of the reviewer's recommendations submitted
during the first round of review.

Reviewers are asked to be polite and constructive in
their reports. Reports that may be offensive or
uninformative will be rejected.

Reviewers should not review manuscripts in which
they have a conflict of interest resulting from
competitive, collaborative, or other relationships or
connections with any of the authors, companies, or
institutions associated with the authors of the
manuscript.

The review of original manuscripts is confidential.
Reviewers must keep manuscripts, related materials
and all details related to the review strictly
confidential and not disclose them to third parties.
Reviewers should clearly express their opinions and
justify them.

Reviewers should identify relevant published work
that the authors have not cited.

Reviewers should refrain from using any ideas from
the authors prior to publication of the article.
Reviewers should also draw the editors' attention to
any substantial similarity or overlap between the
